%% SALES TAX PASSED BY VOTERS
Village of Claycomo voters passed a 4% sales tax with over 75% of the votes in favor of the
increase. The Village will begin to see the benefits of this tax in November 2010. The tax will
be directed to the general fund from which daily operating expenses, utilities, streetlights,
animal control, and salaries among other expenses are paid.

Trash Talk

Trash is picked up in the Village on Mondays. New containers will be provided by the trash
company and they ask that you use these containers as they are moving to a mechanical pick
up. These containers are 95 gallons and have wheels to make it easier for residents to move
them to the curb on trash day.

The Village general fund spends over $50,000 annually to provide trash service to the residents
of Claycomo.

Residents have the opportunity to purchase recycling containers on their own at a small
monthly fee.
