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Trash Talk 

Trash is picked up in the Village on Mondays.  New containers have been provided by the trash 
company and they ask that you use these containers as they are moving to a mechanical pick 
up.  These containers are 95 gallons and have wheels to make it easier for residents to move 
them to the curb on trash day.   
 
If you have a disability that makes it impossible for you to manage this trash container, please 
contact Clerk Small at 816-452-5539 to discuss alternative options. 
 
Residents have the opportunity to purchase recycling containers on their own at a small 
monthly fee.  Recycling is picked up the same day trash is picked up.
