MINUTES OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING AUGUST 8, 2011

The special meeting of July 28 was called to order at 7:30pm by Chairman Stoufer.  Trustee Barker moved to adjourn the special meeting of July 28, seconded by Trustee Taylor.  All yea, motion carried.  Chairman Stoufer asked for all to stand for the Pledge of Allegiance and then called the regular meeting of August 8 to order.  Roll call: Trustees Barker, Taylor, Thompson, Vantuyl, Chairman Stoufer, Chief Coonce, Chief Coonce and Clerk Small.  

Trustee Taylor moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of July 25 as written, seconded by Trustee Thompson.  All yea, motion carried.  

Trustee Barker moved to approve the minutes of the special meeting of July 28 as corrected, seconded by Trustee Vantuyl.  All yea, motion carried.  

Trustee Thompson moved to approve the payment of bills for the period of July 21 – August 2, 2011, seconded by Trustee Vantuyl.  All yea, motion carried.  

There was discussion of placing on the ballot of the November 8, 2011 election a proposition to increase the tax levy on one hundred dollar assessed valuation for general municipal purposes from $.33 to $1.00 as allowed by the Missouri Constitution Article 10, Section 11B.  The consensus of the Board was to table the issue to the next board meeting to change the language of the ballot.

Trustee Thompson moved to approve a demolition permit submitted by American Marking and Paving at 226 East Park to tear down an existing structure at Lots 159, 160, and 161 except the West 10 feet of said Lots, Meadowbrook, an addition in and to the Village of Claycomo, Clay County Missouri, subject to the building inspectors approval, seconded by Trustee Barker.  All yea, motion carried.  

OLD BUSINESS

Trustee Barker asked Chief Coonce to check the streetlight at Emerson and 354 east Whittier as it keeps going off and on.  Barker asked about the MoDot noise signs.  Jeff Holman is working with MoDot to complete the permit and get the locations approved.  Barker asked to check with Hi-Gene’s Janitorial Service to do more detail cleaning at the community building. 

Trustee Thompson thanked the police for taking care of a nuisance violation.  Chief Stewart asked for approval of an expenditure of $795 from the ¼% for Fire Instructor Training Service.  Steward explained that $900 was collected in registration fees.  Trustee Barker moved to approve the expenditure of $795 from the ¼% tax fund made payable to the University of Missouri for the Fire Instructors Class, seconded by Trustee Thompson.  All yea, motion carried.  

Jeff Holman shared that by working with MoDot the signs on the walking bridge were changed.  The old ones were faded and needed to be replaced.  There was discussion about how the weeds have been killed by the walking bridge.  Trustee Barker asked Holman about painting a cross walk at the walking bridge for safety.

NEW BUSINESS

Larry Barrera asked if the Village participated in the tax free weekend.  Chairman Stoufer stated that the Village did not opt out of the event this year.  Barrera stated that a grocery store is needed.  Barrera stated that good relationships with businesses are necessary.  Barrera said the ball game between the police and fire departments were a success and wanted to thank Jeff Holman, Debbie Taylor, Jim Stoufer, and Jay Vantuyl for their various work to make the day enjoyable and successful.  Chief Coonce asked that for posterity sake the score of the game be documented in the minutes; 8-6, police win.  

Clerk Small asked the Board to set up a workshop to review and change the business license and sign permit ordinances as they caused undue stress on the office staff this year when the staff was complying with the rules established by the board in 2002 and the rules of the state.  The Clerk’s office will pull information from other municipalities for the board to review.  It was agreed that the Board would narrow it down to a couple of options and then have a public meeting for business owners to participate to finalize the decision that would then be adopted as the ordinance.  

Chief Stewart asked for permission to spend $2,400 for an annual pediatric emergency provider class.  Trustee Thompson approved the expenditure of up to $2,400 from the ¼% tax fund to cover the expenses for the pediatric emergency provider class, seconded by Trustee Vantuyl.  All yea, motion carried.  

Chief Coonce explained a vehicle maintenance issue with police car #102.  There was concern regarding a possible blown head gasket.  The board authorized Chief Coonce to take the vehicle to Gary Crossley Ford to have it put on machines diagnose the problems.  The board will then determine if the car is to be fixed or sold as is later this year.  

Jeff Holman will be picking up limbs this week that have been placed at the curb, but only limbs that are damaged from the recent storm.  Residents can contact him by phone.  He will be driving around as well looking for brush to pick up.  

Trustee Thompson moved for the board to go into an executive session to discuss employee matters and that all information be kept sealed and confidential according to RSMO 610.021 (3), seconded by Trustee Barker.  Roll call votes: Barker yea, Taylor yea, Thompson yea, Vantuyl yea, Chairman Stoufer yea, motion carried.   Recessed at 8:53pm

The meeting was called back to order at 9:33pm and there being no further business with the board Trustee Thompson moved to recess the meeting subject to the call of the Chairman, seconded by Trustee Taylor.  All yea, motion carried.   Recessed at 9:34pm
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
