Minutes of the Board of Trustees Meeting December 12, 2011

[bookmark: _GoBack]The recessed regular meeting of November 28 was called to order by Chairman Pro-Tem Barker at 7:30pm.  Trustee Taylor moved to adjourn the regular meeting of November 28, seconded by Trustee Vantuyl.  All yea, motion carried.  Chairman Pro-Tem Barker asked for all in attendance to stand for the Pledge of Allegiance.  Those present: Chairman Pro-Tem Barker, Trustees: Taylor, Thompson and Vantuyl.  Chairman Stoufer was absent with prior notice.  
Trustee Vantuyl moved to approve the minutes of the regular board meeting of November 28th as written, seconded by Trustee Thompson.  All yea, motion carried.  
Trustee Taylor moved to approve the payment of bills for the period of November 23-December 7, 2011, seconded by Trustee Vantuyl.  All yea, motion carried.  
An application was read for a sign permit from Diverse Skateboard Co, LLC for a permanent sign at 107 East 69 Hwy.  Trustee Thompson approved this application subject to the building inspector’s approval, seconded by Trustee Vantuyl.  All yea, motion carried. 
An application was read from Ted’s Trash Service, a commercial trash hauling company at 10900 E Truman Rd.  Trustee Thompson moved to approve a business license for Ted’s Trash Service, seconded by Trustee Taylor.  All yea, motion carried. 
OLD BUSINESS
Trustee Thompson asked for a thank you to be sent to the Special Road District for their work at the Park Avenue clean up this summer.  Clerk Small will send a letter and a certificate of appreciation and will provide the board with a copy of the letter in the next board packet. Thompson asked Chief Coonce about the bids on the old police cars.  Coonce will advertise them on the government website once both new cars on the road.
Trustee Barker raved about the recent Christmas party for the employees.  Barker thanked Clerk Small for organizing the event and Jeff Holman for his hard work and for doing such a great job on the smoked meats.  Barker thanked all the employees and their families for staying after to clean up.  A request to send Holman a certificate of appreciation was given to Clerk Small.  Barker noted that the Park Board minutes were provided to the board in their packets however they are minutes from October.  She suggested that the minutes be provided to the Board sooner to allow for projects to taken care of in a timely fashion.  
Chief Coonce informed everyone that the radar trailer is being put to use now and thanked Trustee Vantuyl for his work on installing the graphics.  Coonce shared that citizens can request for the police to place the radar in various areas of concern throughout the Village. If citizens are interested they can contact Chief Coonce to request placement.  
Clerk Small shared that Jeff Holman put up lights on the city hall building today.  Chairman Pro-Tem Barker mentioned that the lights on the gazebos look very nice.  
NEW BUSINESS
Chief Stewart shared that he, Chief Coonce and Clerk Small worked together to clean up the Village chain of command for SEMA.  The duty now falls to Chief Stewart with Chief Coonce as a backup.  All three department heads met with Maureen Burke of SEMA to get things in order.  Stewart also introduced Sherwood Smith, who is with Taxpayers Unlimited, a political action committee who will work with the Village to get the word out regarding the upcoming election and proposition for raising the tax levy ceiling.  Smith spoke briefly about the Unions role in getting the word out about the levy increase.  He asked the Boards help in pulling together the information that is most important.  Trustee Vantuyl stressed that transparency is evident and that the auditor’s report has reflected a significant reduction in issues that need to be changed.  Chairman Pro-Tem Barker shared that the last Town Hall meeting was disappointing due to the rain and the fact that only 3 residents showed up.  
Chief Coonce shared information regarding a car stop that happened today, a stolen car was chased, the driver took off on foot leaving a cell phone and other personal items in the vehicle.  Kansas City took over the issue.  The owner of the stolen vehicle came to Claycomo to thank the police for their assistance.  Officer Beets received praise for a different stop that he was in charge of.
